Students who have taken Auto 

Engines and Tune-Up and Auto 

Chassis and Brakes can continue 

their in-depth study of the auto-

mobile in this course which intro-

duces emission control systems, 

computer engine controls, and 

advanced tune-up techniques. 

ROP Auto Engines and Tune -Up 

Companion class to Auto Chassis 

and Brakes, this class will intro-

duce students to the design, 

function, and operation of the 

engine and its various systems., 

including fuel, ignition, cooling, 

lubrication, and electrical.

ROP Auto Chassis and Brakes  

 

This class introduces students to 

the design, function, and opera-

tion of the brakes, clutch, power-

train, suspension, wheels and 

tires.  (Sorry, no freshmen) 

 

ROP Computer Aided Drafting 1 & 2  

This is an introductory course teaching the operation and 

application of a computer aided drafting (CAD) system.  

Students develop basic skills that are used to create, modify, 

store, and plot mechanical drawings.  Students completing 

this series of courses make take the advanced levels of 

Computer Aided Drafting 3 & 4 .  Especially recom-

mended for students interested in engineering careers.   

Architectural Design 1 & 2  

An introductory course, Architectural Design emphasizes 

drawing plans for single-family dwellings including floor and 

electrical plans in addition to elevation and perspective 

views.    Students completing these courses, may elect to 

take Architectural Design 3 & 4 .  Especially recom-

mended for students interested in architectural careers. 

Welding Technology 1 & 2  

These hands-on courses teach students the basic 

fundamentals of gas welding and brazing, electric arc 

welding and spot welding.  Students get to complete 

projects of their choice to demonstrate mastery of 

the different welding methods.   

 

In the advanced course 

greater emphasis is placed 

on project design and con-

struction and includes oper-

ating the M.I.G. and T.I.G. 

welding machines. 

Practical Auto Maintenance

This course is designed to

Beginning Ceramics  

This course develops personal expression and 

creativity through the medium of ceramics.  

Emphasis is placed on application of the ele-

ments and principles of design.  Students re-

quired to purchase shop card to offset cost of 

materials. 

Advanced Ceramics  

 Students will develop an understanding of 

processes of both traditional and modern 

forms and techniques and make comparisons.  

Students required to purchase shop card to 

offset cost of materials. 

AP Studio Art: 3 D Design  

This class is an intensive challenge to build a 

body of three dimensional portfolio for sub-

mission in May to the College Board.  Stu-

dents are required to visit a museum outside 

of class.  In addition, students purchase a shop 

card to offset cost of materials.    

Painting and Drawing1 & 2  

Designed for students wishing to further their 

interest in painting and drawing.  Students 

work with various media, develop skills with a 

variety of materials and tools and learn a vari-

ety of techniques.  Experiences with graphite, 

charcoal, pen and ink, colored pencils, water-

color, and tempera are offered. 

 

Advanced Painting and Drawing 1 & 2  

Students in this class work to expand their 

knowledge of the application of elements and 

principles of design while introducing students 

to pastel, acrylics, or watercolor.  Students 

build a portfolio of their study in art.  Art 

history lessons will continue in course.  In 

addition, students are required to visit a mu-

seum outside of class.   

AP Studio Art: Drawing  

 This class is an intensive challenge to build a 

portfolio for submission in May to the College 

Board which includes paintings and drawings 

only. 

AP Studio Art: 2 D Design  

This class is an intensive challenge to build a 

portfolio for submission in May to the College 

Board which includes paintings and drawings 

only. 

Computer Graphics ROP  

Designed to instruct art students in software 

programs such as PhotoShop and Illustrator.  

Students will apply graphic art and design prin-

ciples with computer technology to visually

BEGINNING LEVEL COURSES:   

No prerequisites required. 

Beginning Voice  

 Students will acquire skills in reading notation and in vocal production.  

Students will gain historical and cultural perspective by studying, analyzing 

and performing music from across the historical spectrum.  This is a semes-

ter alternating block course.   

Bass Chorus 

Bass Chorus is a singing ensemble open to males in all grades.  This is a year

-long alternating block course.    Students are expected to purchase per-

formance attire and attend all rehearsals and performances.   

Treble Chorus  

Treble Chorus is a singing ensemble open to females in all grades.  This is a 

year-long alternating block course.  Students are expected to purchase per-

formance attire and attend all rehearsals and performances.   

Beginning Instruments  

An introductory course open to all students.  No previous experience is 

necessary.  Students will be required to rent the instrument they desire to 

play.  Students will learn the basics of care and maintenance of their instru-

ment as well as read and perform music on a basic level. 

Beginning Dance  

 Beginning study of dance as a theatrical art form.  Students will study basic 

dance techniques and vocabulary used in choreography, jazz, ballet, hip-hop, 

and modern dance.   

Guitar 1  

This course presents instruction in classical and folk guitar techniques.  Stu-

dents will acquire skills in reading music notation and guitar tablature.  Stu-

dents enrolling in guitar should expect to incur expenses for workbooks and 

materials.   

Music Theory  

Music Theory is open to all students but recommended for sophomores and 

juniors who plan to enroll in Advance Placement Music Theory.  However, 

it is also for those wishing to simply acquire a broader understanding of 

music. 

Piano 

Students enrolled in this course will acquire skills in reading music notation 

and proper piano technique. 

Creative Drama  

In addition to being a beginning acting course, this class will help students 

feel comfortable speaking in front of groups.  Students have the opportunity 

to explore acting through improvisation and theatre games, pantomime and 

movement, and monologue and scene performance.
